HOWARD TOWNSHIP PARK BOARD MEETING 

PROPOSED MINUTES

March 14, 2016
Present: Jim Bergerson, Judi Bedell Deutscher, Mike Gordon, Marcia Pedzinski, Pauline Washington
Chairman Bergerson called the meeting to order at 7 p.m. and led the pledge of allegiance. Roll call attendance was taken and the proposed minutes of the February 1st regular meeting were presented. Washington makes a motion to accept the minutes; Gordon seconds; motion passed. 

Treasurer’s report:  Gordon presents a late fee for a December invoice that was not paid until February. It is unknown why it was not paid on time. A draft of the proposed budget is distributed to Board members; the Trustees are meeting tomorrow night to discuss the 2016-2017 budget if anyone wants to attend.
Correspondence:  
The recall notice for the truck axle is still outstanding until the Park Supervisor returns for the season. Bergerson received a call from a concerned citizen regarding a tree down at Sholtey Park. In the absence of the Park Supervisor, the matter was referred to the township office and the outcome is unknown at this time.
Old Business:  

There was further discussion of whether or not to reinstate the summer park program this year. As the numbers have been dwindling the past few years and there appears not to have been any feedback in the absence of the program last year, it was decided to dismantle the program for the foreseeable future and reallocate funds toward equipment or other supplies to enhance the township parks.
Discussion of purchase and planting of shrubs and foliage for the recreational trail around the lower parking area at Pepper Martin to complete the requirements of the Enbridge Grant received in 2014. Deutscher will measure the area and contact Shelton's and Varner's to get recommendations regarding types and quantity needed. 

New Business:  

After discussion regarding facilities needed for this year, it was decided to place one handicap- accessible Joy John at each of the 5 township parks. Other discussion included the possible replacement of towels in the township bathrooms with hand dryers when the current contracted services has ended. 
Park Supervisor’s report:   
There is no report at this time, all parks are closed for the winter season.
Public comments:   
There were no public comments.
A motion to adjourn was made by Washington, seconded by Pedzinski.
